NOTICE is hereby given to prospective Bidders of the following information, clarifications, and 
modifications to the Bidding Documents. The Bidding Documents remain unchanged except as 
indicated below. Bidders must acknowledge receipt of this Addendum in the Bid Form and comply 
with the requirements for submission of Bids as set forth in the Bidding Documents. 

Clarifications
 Sealed Bids will be received until 1:00PM local time on Tuesday, July 17, 2018 at the 

Town Manager’s Conference Room in Town Hall located at 259 U.S. Route 1 in 
Scarborough, Maine, Attention: Mike Shaw, Public Works Director. Bids will then and 
there be publicly opened and read aloud.

 Substantial completion of the project shall be on or before June 30, 2019.
 A non-mandatory Pre-Bid Meeting will be held on July 9, 2018, at 10AM at the Town 

Public Works Department located at 20 Washington Avenue in Scarborough, Maine.
 Bid Alternate 1 has been eliminated; the Town’s paving contractor (Pike Industries) will be 

responsible for the work associated with the final surface pavement mill and overlay, 
including traffic controls directly associated with the final surface milling and overlay 
work. The General Contractor will be responsible for coordinating with Pike Industries. 

 The Army Corps of Engineers has issued Approval for 10,370 SF of wetland fill to 
construct the sidewalk between Maple Avenue and Sawyer Road/Pin Oak Drive. The 
Contractor is responsible for complying with all conditions contained in the General 
Permit.  We await approval for the NRPA permit from MaineDEP, which will be 
incorporated into the contract documents.

 Consistent with EJCDC Standard General Conditions Section 4.01 (Availability of Lands) 
the Town will obtain and pay for easements for permanent structures or permanent changes 
in existing facilities, and the Contractor shall provide for all additional lands and access 
thereto that may be required for temporary construction facilities or storage of materials 
and equipment.

 Maintenance and Protection of Traffic: The Contractor shall be responsible for the 
maintenance and protection of all vehicular and pedestrian traffic at all times during 
construction and shall erect suitable warning signs, flashers, electronic portable changeable 
message signs, barriers and temporary lighting devices of sufficient size and number to 
afford protection to the traveling public. The Contractor shall be held responsible for all 
damage to the work due to any failure of the warning devices to properly protect the work

from the traffic, pedestrians or other causes. The Contractor shall provide and maintain 
electronic portable changeable message signs throughout construction. The Contractor 
shall provide up to four electronic portable changeable message signs three weeks prior to 
and throughout the duration of all active construction periods at locations designated by the 
Town of Scarborough. During construction, the Contractor shall provide and maintain 
these four changeable message signs at locations stipulated by the Town of Scarborough, 
which may change as construction progresses. The portable changeable message signs shall 
be in-use and updated regularly throughout the duration of construction based on input 
from the Town. The Contractor must submit their traffic plan to the Town of Scarborough 
for review and approval 3 working days prior to the pre-construction meeting. The traffic 
plan must include and meet the requirements of MDOT Specification Section 652 together 
with any additional traffic control provisions to ensure the efficient and safe passage of the 
public. Guidelines for the construction and erection of barricades, lighting devices, warning 
signs, etc. may be found in the most recent edition of “Manual on Uniform Traffic Control 
Devices for Streets and Highways” published by the Department of Transportation of the 
Federal Highway Administration. The Contractor shall be responsible for cooperating with 
the Town and shall make modifications/changes to the traffic control as directed by the 
Town. Signage and barricades may need to be relocated, modified or supplemented 
throughout construction as directed by the Town and responsive to neighborhood and 
traffic flow. No extra payment will be made, beyond the lump sum item for 652 on the bid 
form.

 Traffic Officers: The presence of Scarborough Police will be a determination made by the 
Town’s Engineer based on the Contractor’s submitted traffic control plan. If Police are 
required (as determined by the Town), the Town will hire and reimburse the Police 
Department directly. The Police Department requires 48-hour notice for any Police detail 
onsite.

NOTICE is hereby given that the Bidding Documents have been modified as follows.

Specification Section 00 41 01 (Bid Form) has been reissued with the following changes:
 The Base Bid has been modified from lump sum to unit pricing; and
 Bid Alternate 1 has been eliminated.

2.02 The undersigned Bidder proposes and agrees, if this Bid is accepted, to enter into an 
Agreement with Owner in the form included in the Bidding Documents to perform all Work 
as specified or indicated in the Bidding Documents for the prices and within the times 
indicated in this Bid and in accordance with the other terms and conditions of the Bidding 
Documents. 

ARTICLE 3 – BIDDER’S ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS 

3.01 Bidder accepts all of the terms and conditions of the Bidding Documents including, without 
limitation:

3.04 Bidder acknowledges the representations and certifications included in Section 00 45 05 are 

made a condition of the Bid. 

ARTICLE 4 – BASIS OF BID 

4.01 Bidder will complete the Work in accordance with the Contract Documents for the following 
price(s).  Bidder shall submit Bids for the base Bid and all Alternates.  However, a single 
Contract, if awarded, will be awarded for the base Bid OR base Bid plus Alternate 1, OR 
base Bid plus Alternate 1 plus Alternate 2, at the Owner's option. Bidder must complete all 

items. 

4.02 The measurement and payment provisions of the latest edition of the Maine DOT Standard 
Specifications shall apply with the following additions and modifications: 

A. SECTION 201 – CLEARING RIGHT OF WAY 

201.10 Basis of Payment: The protection of existing trees, shrubs, utilities, 
mailboxes, monuments, and all other structures located within the right-of-way and 
not specified for removal will be considered incidental to the Contract. 

B. SECTION 202 – REMOVING STRUCTURES AND OBSTRUCTIONS 

202.08 Basis of Payment: Saw cutting pavement is incidental to the pay item 202.20. 

C. SECTION 304 – AGGREGATE AND SUBBASE COURSES 

304.07 Basis of Payment: The costs for laboratory testing and source documentation 
shall be incidental to providing all earthwork materials. The costs for all failing tests 
shall be the responsibility of the Contractor. 

D. SECTION 409 – BITUMINOUS TACK COAT 

409.09 Basis of Payment: The application of bituminous tack coat shall be incidental 
to the application of Hot Bituminous Pavement and shall require no measurement or 
payment. 
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E. SECTION 502 – STRUCTURAL CONCRETE 

502.18 Method of Measurement: Structural Concrete Culvert End Walls shall be 
designed by the Contractor and shall be either cast-in-place, pre-cast concrete, or a 
modular unit from the DOT Qualified Products List. Structural Concrete Culvert End 
Walls satisfactorily designed, placed, and accepted will be measured by the square 
foot of exposed wall face. The limit will be the entire concrete structure and payment 
will be full compensation for designing, furnishing, and installing the end walls and 
all incidentals necessary to complete the work satisfactorily. 

502.19 Basis of Payment: Lump sum price of the concrete box culverts shall include 
the cost of all earthwork necessary to complete the installation of the concrete box 
culverts, including but not limited to excavation, footing pads, flowable fill, rigid 
insulation over utilities, and backfill. Pavement necessary for patching the roadway 
trench will be paid under Pay Item 403.207. 

F. SECTION 603 – PIPE CULVERTS AND STORM DRAINS 

603.12 Basis of Payment: The costs of all necessary sheeting, shoring and bracing 
of existing structures, pipes, or utilities in or near the trench shall be considered 
incidental to the applicable pay items. The cost of locating/warning tape including 
installation shall be considered incidental to the appropriate pipe item. 

G. SECTION 605 – UNDERDRAINS 

605.07 Basis of Payment: Payment for underdrain will be paid for under Section 
603 Pay Items. 

H. SECTION 608 – SIDEWALKS 

608.05 Method of Measurement: The installation of a pedestrian ramp detectable 
warning surface shall be incidental to the full pedestrian ramp installation paid for on 
a per each basis under Item 608.262, complete in place. 

I. SECTION 615 – LOAM 

615.05 Method of Measurement: The contents of this subsection shall be deleted 
and the following added: Percentage of loam, seed, and mulch completed to date 
relative to total work as shown on Contract Plans. 

615.06 Basis of Payment: The contents of this subsection shall be deleted and the 
following added: Percentage of lump sum value, as stated in the bid form, shall be 
equal to the percentage of work completed to date relative to total work as shown on 
Contract Plans. Lump sum price shall include the cost of excavation, handling and 
all labor, materials, and equipment necessary to satisfactorily provide loam, seed and 
mulch in all areas described under section 615.01. All costs for watering and 
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temporary fencing shall be considered as incidental to this pay item. Landscaping and 
mulch for the stormwater systems shall be paid for under Section 900 Pay Items. 

J. SECTION 645 – HIGHWAY SIGNING 

645.01 Description: This work shall include demount and reinstallation of 
mailboxes, road signs, regulatory, parking, warning, confirmation, street name, and 
other miscellaneous signs. 

645.02 General: Contractor shall be responsible for protecting the demounted signs 
and poles from damage or theft during construction. Any signs or poles damaged or 
stolen during construction shall be replaced by the Contractor at no additional cost to 
the Town. 

645.08 Method of Measurement: Demount and reinstall existing signs and poles 
will be measured on a lump sum basis. 

645.09 Basis of Payment: The accepted quantity will be paid for at the contract lump 
sum price. 

K. SECTION 652 – MAINTENANCE OF TRAFFIC 

652.3.6 Traffic Control: The Contractor shall maintain access to all intersecting 
roads and driveways on Gorham Road during construction. Two-way traffic shall be 
maintained at all times on Gorham Road with the exception of the culvert installation 
periods, at which time temporary one-way traffic with flaggers will be permitted.  
One-way traffic with flaggers shall only occur during non-peak hours of the day (after 
9 AM and before 2 PM) or at nighttime, as permitted by the Town. Two-way traffic 
flow shall be required on all streets during non-working hours. The Contractor must 
submit a written Traffic Control Plan 3 working days prior to the Preconstruction 
Meeting to the Town of Scarborough Engineer for approval. Traffic Control Plan 
must include the location for electronic changeable message signs based on early 
conversations with the Town of Scarborough, in advance of the pre-construction 
meeting. 

652.7 Method of Measurement: The accepted quantity of flagger time will be the 
number of hours the designated station is occupied. The number of hours authorized 
for payment will be measured to the nearest ¼ hour. Work Zone Traffic Control shall 
be measured as a percentage of work completed to date relative to total work as 
shown on Contract Plans.  Portable changeable message signs shall be measured on 
a per each basis. 

652.8 Basis of Payment: Preparation of traffic control plans, constructions signage, 
barrels, cones, barriers, maintenance of traffic control devices, and other necessary 
incidentals to maintain traffic in accordance with the specifications and the MUTCD 
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shall be paid for Lump Sum under item 652.39 Work Zone Traffic Control. The 
accepted quantity of flagger time shall be paid for per hour.  The accepted quantity 
of portable changeable message signs shall be paid for per each. 

L. SECTION 654 – SOIL BACKFILL COMPACTION TESTING 

654.01 Description: This work shall consist of furnishing an approved certified soil 
testing laboratory, to conduct in-place density tests of backfill materials in the field 
and all related laboratory tests. 

654.02 General: Upon completion of the field test, the results shall be made available 
to the Town. Frequency of testing shall be as specified in Section 31 00 00 
(Earthwork). 

654.03 Method of Measurement: Density tests will be measured by each conducted. 
If the initial tests do not meet the specifications, the areas shall be retested at no 
additional cost to the Town. 

654.04 Basis of Payment: The accepted quantities of density tests will be paid for at 
the contract unit price per each. 

M. SECTION 900 – STORMWATER MANAGEMENT SYSTEMS 

900.06 Method of Measurement: Stormwater management systems will be 
measured on a lump sum basis (as detailed on the drawings and as specified in 
Division 33 written technical specs) complete in place. 

900.07 Basis of Payment: The accepted quantities of stormwater management 
systems will be paid for at the contract lump sum price. This price shall consider 
excavation and all labor, materials (as detailed on the drawings and as specified in 
Division 33 written technical specs), and equipment required to complete the work 
in accordance with the plans and specifications. Storm drain pipe and drainage 
structures located within the limits of the stormwater management systems shall be 
paid for under the applicable pay items.

Application for the replacement of the existing culverts on June 29, 2018. This Application 
included a request that work for the culvert crossings be allowed through November 1, 
2018. A copy of the Application is included as part of this Addendum for your reference. 
We await approval for this permit, which will be incorporated into the contract documents; 
the Contractor will be responsible for complying with all conditions of approval.

 As noted on the drawings, temporary by-pass and relocation of gas main will be required 
prior to the culvert replacement work. The Contractor will provide the excavation and 
backfill necessary to complete this work, which will be considered incidental to the cost of 
the culverts. Unitil’s culvert crossing plans detailing the gas main relocation work are 
included as part of this Addendum for your reference. The Contractor will be required to 
coordinate the construction schedule with Unitil and should provide Unitil a minimum of 
two weeks’ notice.

 Bidders should note that the earthwork quantities on the Bid Form do not assume a 
minimum bucket width for the earthwork associated with areas of roadway widening; the 
Contractor will be paid for this work as designed.

On behalf of the Town of Scarborough, Woodard & Curran is submitting a Natural Resource Protection 
Act Permit By Rule application for the replacement of existing culverts as part of the Phase 1 roadway 
reconstruction project on Gorham Road (Route 114) in Scarborough, Maine. The application form and 
location map are attached. Woodard & Curran and the Town of Scarborough met with you on September 
20, 2017 to walk the project site (determination from that sitewalk is attached). This permit application is 
being submitted in accordance with the feedback we received on that site visit. A Tier 1 NRPA permit for 
wetland impacts associated with the project was also submitted in April of this year. 

Project Description 

Three culverts will be replaced as part of the proposed roadway construction project. Two of these 
culverts meet the criteria requiring notification for a permit by rule for increase in length by greater than 
25% and/or length greater than 75-feet. These two culverts cross Gorham Road with flow that discharges 
to Mill Brook. The third culvert doesn’t meet the criteria for permit by rule, and is a stormwater conveyance 
culvert. 

Adequate erosion control and permanent site stabilization practices will be utilized as shown on the plans. 
The culvert replacements follow the alignment and grade of the existing culverts, and do not change the 
stream channel slopes. The box culverts are open-bottom culverts with stream bed material installed at 
the base of the channel. The details on sheet C-405 show the proposed culvert sections. 

A hydraulic analysis was performed to evaluate the existing and proposed Mill Brook conditions. The 
existing culverts have the capacity to convey the 100-year flows as modeled, but poor pipe conditions 
and proposed road changes warrant the replacement of the culverts. The proposed culverts increase the 
flow capacity at each location. The project area is not within the 100-year flood zone (as shown on the 
attached FEMA FIRM). 

The road construction project also includes the installation of stormwater treatment systems, including 
gravel wetlands, soil filters, and proprietary treatment devices. Much of the stormwater from the nearby 
roadway ditches will receive treatment before entering the downstream resources conveyed by the 
culverts.
